Turning Point’s Crisis Line is 
available 24 hours, 7 days a 
week.   It is anonymous and 
confidential.   (586) 463-6990 

The Crisis Line can provide support, 
answer questions or dispatch a First 
Response Advocate to meet you at 
the police dept., hospital or FNE 
Program. 

To go to the FNE Program you can 
be referred by calling the Turning 
Point Crisis Line, going to the police, 
or the hospital. 

FNE (Forensic Nurse Examiner) Program - 
Provides treatment for survivors of all ages within 96 
hours of an assault.  Services include: immediate 
medical and forensic evidence exam, crisis 
intervention, and expert witness testimony.  All  
services provided 24 hours, 7 days a week. 

You can go to any hospital in the area.  
Receiving immediate medical attention is 
one of the most important things you can 
do for yourself.  You may have injuries 
that need to be treated. 

A Turning Point advocate can be 
dispatched to the hospital.  The 
hospital can provide both a medical 
exam and a forensic evidence exam.  
However, you can still be referred to 
the FNE Program for the exam if you 
choose. 

You can go directly to the 
police department in the city 
where the assault took place 
and make a report. 

The police will inquire whether you have 
had medical attention.  You have the 
choice whether you would like to go to 
the hospital or the FNE Program.
